Govt, EC spar over cluster vote counting

New Delhi: The Centre and
Election Commission are at
loggerheads in the Supreme
Court on the issue of doing
away with the present system
of booth-wise counting of vo-
tes and replace it with cluster
counting to protect voters’
right to privacy and ensure
that people are not victimised
by political parties for not cas-
ting votes in their favour.

The Commission told the
SC on Friday that it was aga-
inst booth-wise declaration of
vote count in polls and asked
the Centre to amend rules to

introduce cluster counting to
protect the right to privacy at-
tached to voting.

But the Centrerejected the
proposal saying the present
system was more beneficial
and thatitsgroup of ministers
headed by the home minister,
had rejected the proposal. Ap-
pearing before a bench of Jus-
tices Dipak Misra, A M Khan-
wilkar and M M Shantanago-
udhar, EC’s counsel Ashok De-
sai said the present system
exposed voters to threats as

contesting partieslearnof the
votes they got from a particu-
lar area. He said cluster coun-
ting could not be introduced
till the Centre amended the
law, and the EC had sent a re-
commendation to the govern-
ment to change the law.

Desai told the bench that a
few years ago, the then Maha-
rashtradeputy CM Ajit Pawar
had threatened the residents
of Baramati village with cut-
ting off ttheir water supply if
they didn’t vote for his party.

But advocate Nalin Kohli, ap-
pearing for the Centre, said
the government had decided
against cluster voting. “The
team of ministershasconclu-
ded that revelation of booth-
wise votes would perhaps be
more beneficial asit would fa-
cilitate candidates’ and parti-
es’ know of areas where they
haven’t got good results and
could work more by bringing
more development activities
there to improve future poll
performance,” he said.
“...intimidation/victimi-
zation of voters as apprehen-
ded may not occur on a large
scale in this era of media acti-
vism. It was observed (by the
GoM) that if any such inci-
dent takes place then, in the
present scenario of informed
society, the same would be
highlighted by electronic,
print and social media which
would definitely adversely af-

fect the parties’ or candidates’
performance in future elec-
tions,” hesaid.

The bench, however, agre-
ed with the EC’s submission
and said the present counting
system should be changed to
remove fear psychosis among
voters of being targeted by
certain parties. The bench did
raise the question of how the
court could direct the govern-
ment to amend the law when
the Centre wasreluctant.

It added that it would ex-
amine if it could invoke the
principle of right to privacy
attached to voting to direct the
Centre to amend the law. The
bench was hearing a PIL filed
by a Punjab-based advocate,
Yogesh Gupta, who contended
that “the uniform way of de-
claration of result for the enti-
re constituency as a whole wo-
uld reduce cases fuelled by po-
litical vendetta”.

Delhi dad stabbed to death

New Delhi: A 50-year-old man
died after being stabbed over
two dozen times in Delhi’s
Amar Colony on Thursday. The
assailant, Bel Karan Yadav, was
jailed for a year for molesting
the victim’s daughter in 2013.
But in January this year, he
was booked once again for mo-
lesting the other daughter of
theman.

Police said around 10pm,
the victim was returning ho-
me. Around 200 metres from his
house, near the gate of a facto-
ry, people saw a masked man
approach him and stab him se-
veral times.

“Despite the ferocity of the
attack, the victim got up, pus-
hed the attacker and tried to
run towards a well-lit area. I

was passing by with my son
when I saw him cry for help. As
Iraised analarm,Isaw apolice-
man rush towards the victim.
Yadav tried to run and the poli-
ceman gave chase. I hid behind
acar as I feared the man would
attack me,” said a witness. So-
on, a team from Sriniwaspuri
police post were running after
Yadav. “He had a 13-inch knife
with him and even threatened
the policemen who nabbed
him,” said DCP (southeast) Ro-
mil Baaniya.

During interrogation, Ya-
dav confessed to his crime. Poli-
ce said the victim used to sell
stationery and was the family’s
sole breadwinner. “The victim
and Yadav lived in the same lo-
cality. Yadav has said he killed
the man brutally as he had
spent a year in jail because of
him,” said an officer.
