6. In light of the Covid-19 outbreak and the information available upto the date of approval of these interim
condensed financial statements, the Company has assessed the impact of Covid-19, on its operations and
its financial statements. The Company has used the principles of prudence in assessing the impact of pandemic on
the interim condensed financial statements. The assessment includes but is not limited to valuation of
investments, valuation of policy-related liabilities and solvency position of the Company as on September 30, 2020.
Due to the uncertainties associated with the pandemic, the actual impact may not be in line with the estimates as of
the date of approval of the interim condensed financial statements. The impact assessment does not indicate
any adverse impact on the ability of the company to continue as a going concern. Further, there has been no
material changes in the controls or processes followed in the financial closing process of the Company. The
Company continues to closely monitor the implications of Covid-19 on its operations and financial statements,
which are dependent on emerging uncertain developments.

7. The Board of Directors of the Company, at its meeting held on June 19, 2019, approved entering into
Share Purchase Agreement, by and amongst the Company, Housing Development Finance Corporation Limited
(HDFC Limited), Apollo Munich Health Insurance Company Limited (Apollo  Munich) (now HDFC ERGO Health
Insurance Limited), Apollo Hospitals Enterprise Limited, Apollo Energy Company Limited and Munich Health
Holding AG, in connection with the acquisition of upto 51.2% of the paid-up share capital of Apollo Munich by HDFC
Limited and subsequent merger of Apollo Munich into the Company. Pursuant to receipt of requisite
approvals from the Competition Commission of India (CCl), Reserve Bank of India (RBI) and Insurance Regulatory
and Development Authority of India (IRDAI), on January 9, 2020, HDFC Ltd acquired 51.16% of paid-up
share capital of Apollo Munich. Consequently, Apollo Munich has become a subsidiary of HDFC Limited. The
name of Apollo Munich was also changed to HDFC ERGO Health Insurance Limited (HEHI). Further, the Board of
