Pre-Project Condition of Ponds

Project Work: Rejuvenation of ponds was done for an pond area of approx. 6.5 acres (26000 sg. m), depth 3
meter and surrounded by bund measuring 3X6X1.5 meter. These bunds were created around the rejuvenated
water ponds from the excavated earth and have inspection pathway and grills for safety purpose. The project
was started on 5" June 2019 completed on 4™ March 2020. The pond was inaugurated by CEO & MD, Tata
Steel on 27" Aug 2020.
