Around 84,787
hens culled in
Navapur Tehsil

A total of 84,787 hens were
culled in Navapur tehsil of
Nandurbar district on
Tuesday taking the total to
2,21,492 since Sunday after
the avian influenza reports
came positive from eight
poultry farms. Nandurbar
district collector Dr Rajen-
dra Bharud told Free Press
Journal © Navapur is a
poultry hub which houses
27 poultry farms with total
9,75,000 hens. Till Monday
samples collected from
eight came bird flu posi-
tive. On Tuesday, reports of
samples from another eight
poultry farms came posi-
tive. The district adminis-
tration is closely monitor-
ing and samples from re-
maining 11 poultry farms
have also been sent for test-
ing”

Dr Bharud said about 5.50
lakh hens are expected to be
culled in the coming days.

Asreported by Free Press
Journal, the district ad-
ministration has deployed
special teams to carry out
such a large scale culling.

Meanwhile, a total of 1291
birds comprising 1266 poul-
try birds have been found
dead in Maharashtra due
to avian influenza. So far
206441 poultry birds, 44,980
eggs and 64,639 kg poultry
feed have been destroyed
from infected zones.

e-hikes should be brought under
Motor Vehicles Act, say officials

Transport Dept and RTOs are worried about the increasing use of e-bikes

Electric vehicles are taking
over the streets; be it buses,
cars or auto rickshaws. The
BEST too is using electric
buses taking its total to 125
buses and has setup charg-
ing stations. The railways
are setting up charging sta-
tions for these e-vehicles
outside railway stations and
even battery swapping facil-
ities. However, the Trans-
port Department and RTOs
are worried about the in-
creasing use of e-bikes that
are coming up across the
city which is now seen at
Bandra, Kurla and Bandra-
Kurla Complex. In fact these
e-bike services are expected
to be extended to the other
parts of city and suburbs in

aweek’s time.

The difference between
other modes of electric ve-
hicles and e-bikes is not in
its system but in the Act
governing them. At present,
the e-bikes are considered
as non-motorised transport
which doesn’t fall under the
Motor Vehicles Act. The of-
ficers from Regional Trans-
port Offices said that in

their meetings and discus-
sions with other govern-
ment bodies; they have dis-
cussed about these e-bikes
moving around and plans
are in place to extend its
services to other parts of
the city and suburbs as well.

The problem here is that
people riding them zip
through the traffic like a
regular two wheeler. “Two
wheeler accidents remain
to be a big concern as bikers
comprise of 41 percent of
total deaths from road acci-
dents. And these e-bikes
don’t have the necessary
protective gears and people
ride around with ease even
in traffic,” said a RTO offi-
cer. “We are working on
amendments in Rules as far
as non-motorised vehicles
are concerned.”

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SC okays SBI Funds to distribute ‘Massive drop in LIC’s individual biz caps industry growth at 8%’
9,122 cr to Franklin investors

THE SUPREME COURT on
Tuesday clarified that SBI
Funds Management, an asset
management company of the
SBI Mutual Funds,will distrib-
ute 9,122 crore to the
unitholders of the Franklin
Templeton Trusts Services’ six
mutual fund schemes that
were wound up on April 23.

It also approved the distri-
bution plan submitted by the
SBI asset management com-
pany and allowed it to become
apartyin the case.

A bench comprising jus-
tices SA Nazeer and Sanjiv
Khanna modified its February
2 order where a clerical error
had creptin with regard to the
name of the disbursing entity.
It then posted the matter for
final hearing on February 17.

SBI Funds Management, a
JV between SBI and AMUNDI
Asset Management, on Mon-
day had sought permission to
submit the mechanism for dis-
tribution of proceeds of the six
wound up schemes and also
sought protection from any

liability arising from such dis-
tribution exercise. It submitted
that it would rely solely on the
data/amounts provided by FT
for effecting the distribution.
Being the principal, FTMF, its
trusteesand managementwill

be responsible to their
investors including the issues
arising out of the distribution,
it said in its affidavit.

The apex court had on Feb-
ruary 2 entrusted the SBI
Mutual Funds to carry out the
disbursement of money to 3
lakh investors of the six debt
MFs in “proportion to their
respectiveinterestin the assets
of the scheme”within 20 days.
An “overwhelming majority”

of unitholders had voted in
favour of thewinding up of the
MFs in December.

The asset management
company also sought from FT
alist of clean cases and a sepa-
ratelist of cases not qualifying
for immediate disbursal, for
valid reasons, duly certified by
the statutory auditor so that
clean cases canbe processed at
the earliest.

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Boy detained for stealing valuables worth Rs 21 lakh

EXPRESS NEWS SERVICE
MUMBAI, FEBRUARY 9

JUHU POLICE on Sunday de-
tained a 17-year-old boy for al-
legedly stealing valuables worth
Rs 21 lakh froma businessman's
house in the western suburbs.
The police said the accused, who
has been involved in crimes be-
fore, had found a safe place, a
manhole, to hide his stolen
goods.

The police added that an inci-
dent of house break-in had re-
cently taken place at Nehru
Nagar in Juhu. The complainant,
Pooja Devendra, who had gone
to Mahabaleshwar along with
her family saw that the house
was ransacked with valuables
missing after she returned on
February 5.

“The minor had broken the
grill and entered the house. He
knew that the family was not at
home, so accordingly, he
hatched a plan, went inside the
house and walked away with
gold and silver worth Rs 21 lakh,"
said an officer. A case under rel-
evant sections of the IPC has
been registered.

During the course of the in-
vestigation, the police received a
tip-off that a boy from Nehru
Nagar is throwing a party. He had
ordered a crate of beer and in-
vited his friends. “He is jobless
and class-IX drop out. His father
is a Tempo driver. We knew that
he could not have afforded it,”
said assistant inspector Hiralal
Biradkar. On the basis of suspi-
cion, the officials on Sunday took
him to the police station for in-
terrogation. The boy confessed

The police said the
accused, who has been
involved in crimes
before, had found a safe
place,amanhole, to
hide his stolen goods

to his crime, the police added.

As the investigators had tore-
cover the valuables - 440gm gold
and 460gm silver stolen from the
complainant's house - they ini-
tially went to his house in search
of the ornaments but could not
find any.

“Later, the boy told us that he
had hidden the ornaments in a
gutter near his house," said sen-
ior inspector Shashikant Mane.
The minor would often steal mo-

bile phones and hide it inside the
gutter, the police added.

“He would open a manhole
cover, keep the valuables there
and cover it,” said an officer,
adding that the boy had come up
the idea as his parents would
have enquired had he taken the
valuables home.

"The boy was aware that the
police, after detaining him,
would search his house, but no-
body would look inside the
manhole,” said Biradkar.

After the minor spoke about
the manhole, the police went
there along with him and recov-
ered the stolen items. The boy
was produced before the
Juvenile Justice Board and later
handed over to his parents. As he
is addicted to drugs, the boy has
been lodged at a rehab centre,
the police said.

BMC okays proposal

THE BRIHANMUMBAI
Municipal Corporation (BMC)
has approved a proposal for set-
ting up a five-member commit-
tee tolook into the process of ap-
proving a Detailed Project Report
(DPR) and finalising contractors
for the construction of a desali-
nation plant to fulfill the city’s
drinking water requirement.

The committee will be
headed by the BMC municipal
commissioner, along with the
member secretary -- who will be
chief engineer of the water sup-
ply projects department -- and
three members including two
additional municipal commis-
sioners and the deputy munici-
pal commissioner (special engi-
neering).

Following the guidelines of
the state's notification, a com-
mittee under the BMC’s aegis
has been proposed to be set up.
The BMC standing committee
gave its approval to form the
committee on Monday and on

Tuesday, it was cleared by the
civic general body. As per the
proposal, the formation of the
committee will take place as per
the Maharashtra Infrastructure
Development Enabling
Authority (MahalDEA) Act, 2018.
Under the Act, any private
agency can submit unsolicited
proposals for the development
of infrastructure on the basis of
public-private partnerships.
Now, the civic body will send
a letter to the urban develop-
ment department for its final ap-
proval. According to the pro-
posal, Israel-based IDE Water
Technologies Limited had sub-
mitted an unsolicited proposal
before the BMC to set up a desali-
nation plant with a capacity of
200 million litre daily (MLD),
which can be expanded up to
400 MLD in the future. The proj-
ect will require six to eight
hectares of land. While a DPR
will take at least eight months to
be completed, the construction
of the plant will require 30
months. This project can be
awarded on the 'Swiss
Challenge’ method, under which

| for 3-member panel

aproject can be awarded to a pri-
vate firm on an unsolicited pro-
posal. This method comprises an
application for a new or innova-
tive idea submitted to an agency
on the initiative of the offeror. for
the purpose of obtaining a con-
tract with the government, and
is not in response to a request for
proposals. The firm that first sub-
mits a proposal is approached di-
rectly for negotiations and if it
doesn't agree, then other bidders
are called.

According to the officials, the
construction of the plant will
cost the civic body Rs 1,600 crore
and maintenance of the plant for
20 years will require another Rs
1,920 crore. As per the proposal,
the BMC has finalised a plot in
Manori, which has an area of 12
hectares and is under the own-
ership of the Maharashtra
Tourism Development
Corporation (MTDC). The civic
body has written a letter to the
MTDC for handing over the land
and it will pay IDE Water
Technologies Limited Rs 6 crore
for preparing the DPR of the
same.

THE BOMBAY High Court on
Tuesday adjourned hearing to
February 15 on a plea by former
Broadcast Audience Research
Council (BARC) Chief Executive
Officer (CEO), arrested in the al-
leged Television Rating Points
(TRP) scam case, seeking direc-
tions to the state to grant himin-
terim bail or shift him to private
hospital for treatment.

A single judge bench of
Justice Prakash D Naik was hear-
ing the bail plea by Dasgupta,
who is lodged in Taloja Central
Jail in Navi Mumbai. Special
Public Prosecutor Shishir Hirey
submitted that Dasgupta has
also filed a bail plea in the
Supreme Court and this move is
nothing but “forum shopping”.

However, senior advocate
Aabad Ponda for Dasgupta in-
formed the court that they have
already moved a praecipe before
the apex court to withdraw the
medical bail application, to
which Hirey objected and said
that the recent SC order sug-
gested they had sought an
amendment of the plea.

After Dasgupta’s counsels as-
sured that they would withdraw
the plea before the SC, Justice
Naik posted the further hearing
to February 15.
