1. General information 
 

The Company is incorporated and domiciled in Singapore. The address of its 
registered office is 22 Tanjong Kling Road, Singapore 628048.  

 
 The principal activity of the Company is that of an investment holding. The principal 
activity of its subsidiary is disclosed in Note 9 to the financial statements. 

 
 
2. Significant accounting policies 
 
2.1 Basis of preparation 
 

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Singapore 
Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) under the historical cost convention, except 
as disclosed in the accounting policies below: 

 
The preparation of these financial statements in conformity with FRS requires 
management to exercise its judgement in the process of applying the Company’s 
accounting policies. It also requires the use of certain critical accounting estimates 
and assumptions. There are no areas involving a higher degree of judgement or 
complexity, or areas where estimates and assumptions are significant to the 
financial statements. 
 
These financial statements are the separate financial statements of the Company. 
The Company is exempted from the preparation of consolidated financial 
statements as the Company is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Tata Steel Limited, an 
India incorporated company which produces consolidated financial statements 
available for public use. The registered office of Tata Steel Limited where the 
consolidated financial statements can be obtained is as follows: Bombay House, 24 
Homi Mody Street, Fort, Mumbai – 400001. 

 
Interpretations and amendments to published standards effective in 2019 

 
On 1 April 2019, the Company adopted the new or amended FRS and 
Interpretations of FRS (“INT FRS”) that are mandatory for application for the 
financial year. Changes to the Company’s accounting policies have been made as 
required, in accordance with the transitional provisions in the respective FRS and 
INT FRS.

Interest income 
 

Interest income is recognised using the effective interest rate method. 
 
Dividend Income 
 
Dividend income is recognised when right to receive payment is established, it is 
probable that the economic benefits associated with the dividend will flow to the 
company, and the amount of dividend can be reliably measured.  

 
2.3 Employee compensation 
 

Employee benefits are recognised as an expense, unless the cost qualifies to be 
capitalised as an asset. 

 
Defined contribution plans 

 
Defined contribution plans are post-employment benefit plans under which the 
Company pays fixed contributions into separate entities such as The Central 
Provident Fund on a mandatory, contractual or voluntary basis. The Company has 
no further payment obligations once the contributions have been paid. 
 

2.4 Borrowing costs 
 

Borrowing costs are recognised in profit or loss using the effective interest method. 
 
2.5 Income taxes 
 

Current income tax for current and prior periods is recognised at the amount 
expected to be paid to or recovered from the tax authorities, using the tax rates and 
tax laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the balance sheet 
date. Management periodically evaluates positions taken in tax returns with respect 
to situations in which applicable tax regulation is subject to interpretation. It 
establishes provisions, where appropriate, on the basis of amounts expected to be 
paid to the tax authorities. 

 
Deferred income tax is recognised for all temporary differences arising between the 
tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the financial 
statements except when the deferred income tax arises from the initial recognition 
of an asset or liability that affects neither accounting nor taxable profit or loss at the 
time of the transaction. 

 
Deferred income tax is measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply when 
the related deferred income tax asset is realised or the deferred income tax liability 
is settled, based on tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively 
enacted by the balance sheet date.

The financial statements are presented in United States Dollar, which is the 
functional currency of the Company.
