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DESHMUKH GRAFT CASE

Conducted
searches at
12 locations in

8 cities: CBI

THE CENTRAL Bureau of
Investigation (CBI) on Wednesday
said it has conducted searches at
12locations in eight cities, includ-
ing Mumbai, Pune, Nashik, Sangli,
Ahmednagar and Osmanabad, in
connection with the alleged cor-
ruption case against former
Maharashtra home minister Anil
Deshmukh.

The CBI raids took place three
days before the Supreme Court is
due to hear Deshmukh'’s petition
on July 30, requesting a fair inves-
tigation in the case.

(Bl sources said searches were
conducted on the premises of a
few police officers, including
Assistant Superintendent of Police
Sanjay Patil, Deputy
Superintendent of Police Raju
Bhujbal and a few middlemen on
July 27, in connection with
the case.

Meanwhile, the Enforcement
Directorate (ED), which is also
probing the case, has allegedly es-
tablished money laundering of
over Rs 80 crore by him, sources
said. Last month, the ED probe
found that Deshmukh, while act-
ing as the home minister of
Maharashtra, “received illegal
gratification of approximately Rs
4.7 crore in cash from various or-
chestrabar owners” through now
dismissed Mumbai Police officer
Sachin Waze, arrested in the
Ambani terror scare case.

According to the ED,
Deshmukh'’s family “laundered
the tainted sum of Rs 4.18 crore

and projected it as untainted by
showing the same as amount re-
ceived by the trust namely Shri Sai
Shikshan Sanstha”.

In April, the CBI filed an FIR
against Deshmukh and charged
him with corruption and bribery
after a preliminary enquiry (PE)
found that the former state minis-
ter had “attempted to obtain un-
due advantage for improper and
dishonest performance of his
publicduty”.

The CBI is also probing
Deshmukh of exercising “undue
influence” over the transfer and
posting of police officials as al-
leged by former Mumbai Police
commissioner Param Bir Singh.

On March 20, Singh in an
eight-page letter to Chief Minister
Uddhav Thackeray, alleged that
Deshmukh had asked Waze to
collect Rs 100 crore every month,
including Rs 40-50 crore, from
1,750 bars and restaurants across
Mumbai. Waze is being investi-
gated by the National
Investigation Agency (NIA)for his
alleged role in the Ambani scare
case and the murder of business-
man Mansukh Hiran.

BMC move to collect tax
from tenants living in
civic properties draws flak

THE BRIHANMUMBAI
Municipal Corporation’s (BMC)
move to collect property tax
from people living in civic body-
owned properties has faced flak
from corporators with the leader
of opposition Ravi Raja claiming
the corporation was already ob-
taining rent from these tenants.
Collecting property tax from
such tenants, he said, would be
an “injustice”.

The civicbody, inacircular is-
sued in December 2020 and
property tax bills issued to ten-

ants living in municipal proper-
ties, had said it will collect taxes
retrospectively from April 2017.

“Rent is already collected
from such houses, and now the
administration has also issued
them property tax bills. How can
the civic body expect tenants to
pay property tax for a property
owned by the municipal corpo-
ration?” Raja said in the Standing
Committee Wednesday.

Raja said there were 74,000
tenants who live on municipal
properties across the city and
have been issued bills running
into thousands of rupees. The
BMC administration will submit
its reply in the matter next week.

CONSERVATION ON MIND
SGNP allows wildlife
enthusiasts to adopt
animals for one year

SANJANABHALERAO
MUMBAI, JULY 28

TO INVOLVE more people in the
conservation of wildlife, the
Sanjay Gandhi National Park
(SGNP) has invited citizens, cor-
porates and institutions to adopt
25 animals, including lions, tigers,
and leopards, housed in captivity
atthe park for one year upon pay-
ing an adoption fee.

The adoption scheme, which
aims to attract more visitors to the
parkand make them more aware
of the wild animals, allows the
adopters to visit the adoptee ani-
mal once a week without paying
any special fees.

Under the scheme, a tiger can
be adopted for Rs 3.10 lakh, lion
for Rs 3 lakh, leopard for Rs 1.20
lakh, rusty-spotted cat for Rs
50,000, Blue Bull for Rs 30,000,
spotted deer for Rs 20,000 and
barking deer for Rs 10,000 for one
year. The money thus obtained is
used for the upkeep of the ani-
mals.

Till last year, only 20 animals
had been adopted under the
scheme at a total cost of Rs 16.6
lakh annually.

Lions and tigers held in captiv-
ity are a prime attraction at
SGNP’s wildlife safari. According
to SGNP officials, the big cats were
brought to the park from places
such as Bannerghatta National
Park and Pench Tiger Reserve. But
the leopards, held in captivity, are
largely the ones trapped in and
around Mumbai during the
height of the human-leopard con-
flict between 2003 and 2005.
These leopards have been in cap-
tivity due to their serious injuries
and old age. Recently, some tigers
and leopard cubs were also
brought in from the Nagpur
Rescue Centre.

The Central Zoo Authority
(CZA) had approved the scheme
in 2013 as a viable option to pro-
vide financial assistance to rescue
centres and zoological parksin the
country and create more aware-
ness among the public for the
conservation of captive animals.

Some of the high-profile
adoptive individuals are state
Environment and Tourism
Minister Aaditya Thackeray and
his brother Tejas, Union Minister
Ramdas Athawale, actor Raveena
Tandon, and former cricketer
Sandeep Patil, among others.

‘Arbitrary’ FIR lodged to suppress crime,
prevent prosecution of offenders: Shukla

SEEKING THAT the FIR in the al-
leged illegal phone-tapping case
registered against her by the
Mumbai Police be quashed, sen-
ior IPS officer Rashmi Shukla sub-
mitted Wednesday before the
Bombay High Court that the “ar-
bitrary” case had been lodged to
“suppress the crime and not toin-
vestigate and prosecute offend-
ers” who were indulging in cor-
rupt practices in postings of the
police officers.

Senior advocate Mahesh
Jethmalani, representing Shukla,
submitted before the court that
his client was being made a
“scapegoat” and “harassed”
through the probe for being “hon-
est” and unearthing corruption
involved in postings and transfer
of senior police officers.

Adivision bench of JusticesSS
Shinde and NJJamadar was hear-
ing a plea by Shukla against the
FIR lodged under the Official

“The numbers belonged to a
few brokers of certain politicians
involved in corruption and de-
manding massive monetary
compensation for plum postings
and transfers. They were allegedly
taking instructions from top gov-
ernment officials and had politi-
cal connections,” Jethmalani sub-
mitted.

“Interception, with due per-
missions to prevent crime, is a
valid ground for interception of
wireless messages,” he said and
sought that FIR against Shuklabe
quashed. The plea also sought
that the probe is transferred to the
CBL

The courtadjourned the hear-
ing on Shukla’s plea to August 5
after the state assured the HC that
no coercive steps, including ar-
rest, will be taken against her till
August 6.

Preliminary probes by govt to scuttle
CBI investigation into allegations
against Deshmukh: Param Bir to HC

FORMER MUMBAI Police com-
missioner Param Bir Singh, while
seeking quashing of two prelim-
inary inquiries initiated against
him by the Maharashtra govern-
ment, told the Bombay High
Court on Wednesday that the
probes were initiated to scuttle
the CBI investigation ordered by
the HC on April 5 following his al-
legations of corruption against
former state home minister Anil
Deshmukh.

However, questioning the
maintainability of the petition,
the Maharashtra government
said that Singh's contentions per-
taining to preliminary inquiries
come under the purview of the
All India Services (Conduct)
Rules, which are dealt by the
Central Administrative Tribunal
(CAT).

Adivision bench of Justices S
S Shinde and N ] Jamadar was
hearing Singh’s plea challenging
two preliminary inquiries initi-
ated against himin connection to
the Ambani terror scare case and
the allegations made by
Inspector Anup Dange, who was
suspended last year and has been
recently reinstated by the
Mumbai Police.

Jethmalani, representing Singh,

said that both the probes were
initiated hastily and without ap-
plication of mind. “It is obvious
from the circumstances that it
was issued out of confusion and
vendetta. Singh complained
against Anil Deshmukh and in-
stead of inquiring into that, the
state has punished the whistle-
blower... They are trying to shoot
the messenger,” Jethmalani ar-
gued.

He added that it was not
“mere administrative inquiry”
but also dealt with the criminal
aspect of the case and the same
was arbitrary and against the law.

Senior counsel Darius
Khambata, representing
Maharashtra, said that the peti-
tion pertained to “service mat-
ters” and should be raised before
CAT. Opposing Singh's con-
tention that the government ac-
tion was a form of vendetta,
Khambata said that the com-
plaint was lodged by Dange in
February, long before Singh's
March 20 letter to the govern-
ment accusing Deshmukh of cor-
ruption.

Jethmalani argued that the
government, with the help of
DGP Sanjay Pandey, was trying to
convince Singh to withdraw his
March 20 letter. “When persua-
sion (by Pandey) failed, the false
cases followed,” he said.
Khambata told the court as the
DGP has recused from the probes
and other officers would conduct
the investigations now, Singh's
plea should be rendered infruc-
tuous and non-maintainable.

Senior counsel Navroz
Seervai, representing the DGP,
said that the plea was not main-
tainable and allegations against
his client were false. Additional
Public Prosecutor ] P Yagnik, ap-
pearing for the state, submitted
the progress report of the two in-
quiries in a sealed cover to the
HC. The court went on toreserve
its order on the issue of maintain-
ability of Singh's plea.

Govt not cooperating in probe
against Deshmukh, says CBI

The Central Bureau of
Investigation (CBI) told the
Bombay High  Court
Wednesday the Maharashtra
government was not cooper-
ating with the central agency
and not handing over the
documents pertaining to the
FIR it had registered against
the former state home minis-
ter, Anil Deshmukh, and un-
known others on April 21.
Additional  Solicitor
General Anil Singh, appearing
for the CBI, told a division
bench of Justices S S Shinde
and N ] Jamadar that the state
government was acting
against the July 22 HC order,
which dismissed

Deshmukh’s plea and said the
CBI can legitimately inquire
into allegations of corruption
in police transfers and post-
ings having nexus with al-
leged offences against
Deshmukh and his associates.

Singh said that the CBI, on
July 23, had written a letter to
the state’s intelligence de-
partment seeking copies and
information pertaining to the
letter/report by senior
IPS officer Rashmi Shukla re-
garding corruption in trans-
fers and postings of police of-
ficers. However, the state has
refused to hand over the
same.
