The project proponent shall obtain Consent
to Establish and Consent to Operate from
the Jharkhand State Pollution Control
Board, and effectively implement all the
conditions stipulated therein.

The Consent to Establish has been granted by
JSPCB vide letter no. PC/NOC/DHN/155/2010-
D-498(N) dated 31.03.2015 and the Consent to
Operate (CTO) vide letter no. 1375 dated
07.04.2015 wvalid till 31.03.2016. The CTO has
further been renewed on 23.02.2016 for a period
of 5 years (till 31.03.2021). All the conditions as
stipulated in the consent are being complied
with.

(i)

The project proponent shall comply with
section 3 of the Mines Act.

It is being complied.

(iii)

The Company shall submit within 3 months
their policy towards Corporate Environment
Responsibility which should inter-alia
provide for (i) Standard operating process /
process to bring into focus any infringement
/ deviation / violation of the environmental
or forest norms / conditions, (i)
Hierarchical system or Administrative order
of the company to deal with the
environmental issues and for ensuring
compliance with the EC conditions and (ii1)
System of reporting of non compliances /
violations of environmental norms to the
Board of Directors of the company and / or
shareholders or stakeholders.

The Company already has an Environment
Policy approved by the Managing Director and it
addresses all the issues mentioned. Tata Steel
Environmental Policy is attached as Annexure-
V.

The status of adherence to the policy and
compliance to Environmental laws and
regulations is regularly discussed at higher
levels. Any non-compliance noticed is corrected
at divisional level. If any issue is beyond our
control, it is brought to the notice of higher
management. The environment management cell
directly reports to General Manager and it is
reviewed on weekly basis. We have an online
system (Legatrix) to monitor the statutory
requirements and compliance in time. This is
reviewed by Board of Directors at company’s
level.

(iv)

Sand collection shall be done at the middle/
main stream and not at the bank of the river
to avoid any change of the river course due
to the project.

Sand excavation is done by leaving 1/5th of the
width of the river intact for maintaining the
embankment. It will be ensured that no change in
the river course takes place.

)

Particulate level (PM2.5) shall be monitored
regularly and the result placed in the public
domain.

Monitoring of PM2.5 has been carried out in this
period. The report is given as Annexure-I.

The project proponent shall identify the
degraded area within the mine lease and
undertake plantation/afforestation in the
area identified by planting the native
species.

The mine lease area is a riverbed. Hence we
approach the villagers and assist them in planting
the native species as well as fruit plants in the
villages. Some of the native species are Pipal,
Ber, Jamun, Alostromia, Palash, Karanj, Kadamb
etc.

(vii)

Effective safeguard measures, such as
regular water sprinkling shall be carried out
in critical areas prone to air pollution and
having high levels of particulate matter such
as loading and unloading point and all
transfer points. Extensive water sprinkling
shall be carried out of haul roads. It should
be ensured that the Ambient Air Quality
parameters conform to the norms prescribed
by the Central Pollution Control Board in
this regard.

It is being complied. Water spraying is done on
the transportation roads on regular basis. The
ambient air quality is regularly monitored and
analyzed by own as well as MoEF recognized lab
and conform the prescribed standards. Reports
are enclosed as Annexure-1.

(viii)

The project proponent shall undertake
adequate  safeguard measures  during
extraction of river bed material and ensure
that due to this activity the hydrogeological
regime of the surrounding area shall not be
affected. Regular monitoring of ground
water level and quality shall be carried out
around the mine lease area by establishing a
network of existing well and installing new
piezometers during the mining operation.
The periodic monitoring [(at least four times
in a year- pre-monsoon (April-May),
monsoon (August), post-monsoon
(November) and winter (January); once in
each season)] shall be carried out in
consultation with the State Ground Water
Board/Central Ground Water Authority and
the data thus collected may be sent regularly
to the Ministry of Environment and Forests
and its Regional Office Bhubaneswar, the
Central Ground Water Authority and the
Regional Director, Central Ground Water
Board. If at any stage, it is observed that the
groundwater table is getting depleted due to
the mining activity, necessary corrective
measures shall be carried out.

The extraction of sand is done with utmost care
of the environment. There is no extraction of
water as well as no change in river course
involved hence there will be no impact on the
hydrogeological regime. The monitoring report
of the ground water level and quality is given as
annexure-II.

The project proponent shall obtain
necessary prior permission of the competent
authorities for drawl of requisite of water
(surface water and groundwater), if any,
required for the project.

No water is required for the operation of project.
Drinking water required by the workers is
arranged by the company.

(x)

Appropriate mitigative measures shall be
taken to prevent pollution of the river in
consultation with the State Pollution
Control Board. It shall be ensured that there
is no leakage of oil and grease in the river
from the vehicles used for transportation.

Adequate monitoring of the health of the vehicles
used for transportation of sand is ensured to
avoid any oil & grease leakage. Higher capacity
trucks have been deployed. Without valid fitness
certificates and PUC, the vehicles are not
allowed to ply and it is regularly checked.

(xi)

Vehicular emissions shall be kept under
control and regularly monitored. The
mineral transportation shall be carried out
through the covered trucks only and the
vehicles carrying the mineral shall not be
overloaded.

The vehicles used are regularly checked and
maintained. Only vehicles having PUC
certificates can ply. Transportation of sand is
always done via tarpaulin-covered trucks which
are optimally loaded. This is monitored
whenever vehicles enter premises at weighbridge
gate.

(xii)

No drilling and blasting operation shall be
carried out.

Not applicable as it is a sand mining project.

(xiii)

Mineral handling area shall be provided
with the adequate number of high efficiency
dust extraction system. Loading and
unloading areas including all the transfer
points should also have efficient dust
control arrangements. These should be
properly maintained and operated.

Sand being coarse in nature and having high
moisture  content  during  gathering &
transportation does not get air borne. Sand stored
in the sand yards is transferred to underground
voids through surface bunkers in a slurry form.
However, dust control measures while
transporting of sand is in place through water
tanker, coverage of trucks and optimal loading.

(xiv)

Periodical medical examination of the
workers engaged in the project shall be
carried out and records maintained. For the
purpose, schedule of health examination of
the workers should be drawn and followed
accordingly.

As per our policy, PME’s (Periodical Medical
Examination) are conducted at regular intervals.

form of temporary structures to be removed
after the completion of the project.

The workers are from the neighboring villages
and hence new housing facilities are not
required.

(xvi)

The critical parameters such as RSPM
(Particulate matter with size less than 10
micron i.e., PM10) and NOx in the ambient
air within the impact zone shall be
monitored periodically. Further, quality of
discharge water shall also be monitored
[(TDS, DO, PH, Fecal Coliform and Total
Suspended Solids (TSS)]. The monitored
data shall be uploaded on the website of the
company as well as displayed on a display
board at the project site at a suitable
location near the main gate of the company
in public domain. The Circular No. J-
20012/1/2006-1A.1I(M) dated 27.05.2009
issued by Ministry of Environment and
Forests, which is available on the website of
the Ministry www.envfor.nic.in shall also
be referred in this regard for its compliance.

The monitoring of the air parameters has been
done in this period. There is no use of water for
mining operation hence there is no discharge.
Details of air analysis are given in Annexure-I.
The monitoring reports are regularly uploaded on
company’s website along with half-yearly EC
compliance reports. Screenshot has been
provided as Annexure-III.

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FOOD BASKET SURVEY

Food basket survey was conducted for 181 respondents of the neighbouring villages of Jamadoba and
Bhelatand Group.

Observations: -

e It was observed that there was a great skewedness in economic well among the
population. The average income per Family is Rs. 8823.00 (181 beneficiaries).

e Out of 181 Households, 295 were earning members.

e The minimum earnings per day in unorganised sector and casual workers is approx.
Rs208.00 ( Total earning / total no. of earning members)

e No. of members per family is 991/181= 5.47

e Average Working persons per family is 295/181 = 1.63

e The major demands that have come up is ameliorating unemployment and Drinking water
and combating social evils like Alcoholism, Dowry and Domestic Violence.
Unemployment is especially to the new generation who may not be having adequate
number of jobs.

e The major livelihood is wage labour and also a substantial number of Population is
engaged in Agriculture. Only a few are unemployed.
